Third International Workshop on
Compact Thin-Film Transistor (TFT) Modeling for Circuit Simulation (C-TFT)
Technical School of Engineering, University Rovira i Virgili, Tarragona, Spain

In recent years, the increasing use of active matrix flat-panel displays and bio-medical imagers in commercial electronic products has drawn a significant attention to thin-film transistors (TFT) and technologies. TFTs on amorphous- and poly-silicon as well as newly emerging organic, transparent metal oxide and nano-composite semiconductor technologies are becoming increasingly common. For example, flat panel displays are finding widespread use in many products such as cellular phones, personal digital assistants (PDAs), camcorders, laptop personal computers (PCs), to name a few. The active matrix display is composed of a grid or matrix of picture elements called as "pixels". Thousands or millions of these pixels together create an image on the display, in which the TFTs act as switches to individually turn each pixel. More increasingly TFTs are starting to be used as analog circuit elements for rudimentary signal conditioning. Therefore, physically-based compact modeling of TFTs for circuit simulation is crucial to accurately and reliably predict TFT behavior in the active matrix. A concentrated R&D effort is critical for developing physically-based compact TFT models for emerging thin-film technologies, and significant R&D efforts along these lines are underway world-wide. 
This workshop will provide a forum for discussions and current practices on compact TFT modeling. The workshop is sponsored by the Universitat Rovira i Virgili in collaboration with the IEEE EDS Compact Modeling Technical Committee and the University College London. How to get to Tarragona from Barcelona

You can get to Tarragona by several means of transport:

· TRAIN (the easiest way). The trains to Tarragona leave from Sants station. Line: "Barcelona-Tarragona-Tortosa" RENFE, Telephone. +34 902 240202.

· BUS The buses of the company La Hispania cover the route from Barcelona to Tarragona. They leave from the Maria Cristina underground station (line 3), on the Diagonal. La Hispania SA, Telephone +34 977 754 147 Another possibility is to take La Hispano Igualadina bus from Sants station to Reus. Some do not go directly to Reus and stop in Tarragona. Line: "Salou-Tarragona-Barcelona" La Hispano Igualadina, Tel. Barcelona 93 339 63 63, Tel. Reus 977 77 06 98 Tel. customer service 902 44 77 26

· BY CAR The best option is to take the A7 motorway from Barcelona. The exit you have to take is number 33 (Tarragona/Valls), which will take you on to the N-240 and then on to Tarragona.

· TRAIN You can catch various trains, most of which leave from the Valencia-Nord station, although some leave from Valencia-Cabanyal (normally the type of train known as a Regional Express). For more detailed information, please consult the website of RENFE.

· BY CAR The best option if you want to go to the Campus Sescelades is the following: Leave Valencia on the local road and then take the V-21 (Av de Catalunya). Then take the A7 motorway. The exit for Tarragona is number 33 (Tarragona/Valls). Once you have left the motorway, take the N-240 towards Tarragona.

There are several ways of getting from Madrid to Tarragona:

· BUS For information about the buses to Tarragona: Madrid bus station. There may be no buses that go direct to Tarragona and you may have to change. Telèfon +34 91 468 42 00

· TRAIN Frequent high-speed trains go to Tarragona, all of which leave from Madrid-Chamartín. For more detailed information, please consult the website of RENFE.

· PLAIN There are two possible routes: you can catch a plane to Barcelona airport or Reus airport Tel. +34 977 77 98 47. If you catch a plane to Barcelona, follow the instructions above to get to Tarragona. For further information about Madrid airport, consult the following website: AENA.

· BY CAR When you leave Madrid, take the M-30. At Saragossa, take the A-2 motorway. Leave the motorway at exit 9 (Montblanc), take the C-14 and then the N-240. You will have to go on to the C-37 for a short time, before you go back on to the N-240.

About Tarragona:
Tarragona is located in the south of Catalonia, in the northeast corner of the Iberian Peninsula.
Tarraco (the Roman name for Tarragona) was one of the most important cities in the Roman Empire. On 30 November 2000, the UNESCO committee officially declared the Roman archaeological complex of Tàrraco a World Heritage Site. This recognition is intended to help ensure the conservation of the monuments, as well as to introduce them to the broader international public.
